SEC. 2. REAUTHORIZATION.

Section 25 of the Federal Trade Commission Act (15 U.S.C.
57c) is amended 3’ striking “and not to exceed” and inserting
“not to exceed” and by msertm% before the period the following:

“ not to exceed $107,000,000 for fiscal year 1997; and not to
exceed $111,000,000 for fiscal year 1998”.
