Township 107 north, range 72 west, fifth principal meridian: Sec­
tion 2, lots 3,4, southwest quarter, south half northwest quarter, 318.65 
acres; section 3, lots 1, 2, 3, 4, south half north half, 317.60 acres; 
section 4, southeast quarter, 160.00 acres. 

Township 108 north, range 72 west, fifth principal meridian: Sec­
tion 33, south half, 320.00 acres; section 35, southwest quarter, 160.00 
acres; a total of 1,276.25 acres. 

SEC. 2. The Indian Claims Commission is directed to determine in 
accordance with the provisions of section 2 of the Act of August 13, 
1946 (60 Stat. 1050), the extent to which the value of the title conveyed 
by this Act should or should not be set off against any claim against 
the United States determined by the Commission.
