To amend title 28, United States Code, to make changes in the composition of the
Eastern and Western Districts of Virginia.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled,

SECTION 1. CHANGES IN EASTERN AND WESTERN DISTRICTS OF VIRGINIA.

Section 127 of title 28, United States Code, is amended—
(1) in subsection (a) by striking “Culpeper,”, “Louisa,”, and
“Orange,”’; and
(2) in subsection (b)—
(A) by inserting “Culpeper,” after “Craig,”’;
(B) by inserting “Louisa,” after “Lee,”; and
(C) by inserting “Orange,” after “Nelson,”.

SEC. 2. APPLICABILITY OF AMENDMENTS.

(a) PENDING AcTiONs.—The amendments made by section 1 shall
not apply to any action commenced before the date of the enactment
of this Act and pending in the United States District Court for the
Eastern District of Virginia on such date.

(b) Jurigs.—The amendments made by section 1 shall not affect
the composition, or preclude the service, of any grand or petit jury
summoned, empaneled, or actually serving in the Eastern or West-
ern District of Virginia on the date of the enactment of this Act.
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
