“If a member or former member of an armed force under the juris-
diction of a military department, or his dependent receives inpatient
medical or dental care in a facility under the jurisdiction of the Secre-
tary of Health, Education, and Welfare, or if a member or former
member of a uniformed service not under the jurisdiction of a mili-
tary department, or his dependent, receives inpatient medical or dental
care in a facility of an armed force under the jurisdiction of a military
department, the appropriation for maintaining and operating the
facility furnishing that care shall be reimb: at rates established
by the Bureau of the Budget to reflect the average cost of providing
such care.”

Skc. 2. The analysis of chapter 55 of title 10, United States Code, is
amended by striking out the following item:

“1085. Medical and dental care from another uniformed service : reimbursement.”
and inserting the following item in place thereof :
*1085. Medical and dental care from another executive department: reimburse-

ment.”
