AN ACT

To amend title 38 of the United States Code to anthorize the administrative
settlement of tort claims arising in foreign countries, and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled, That () subcha!ﬂfr
IIT of chapter 3 of title 38, United States Code, is amended by adding
a new section 236 as follows:

“§ 236, Administrative settlement of tort claims arising in foreign
countries

“The Administrator may pay tort claims, in the manner authorized
in the first paragraph of section 2672 of title 28, when such claims
arise in foreign countries in connection with Veterans’ Administra-
tion operations abroad. A claim may not be allowed under this sec-
tion unless it is presented in writing to the Administrator or his
designee within two years after the claim accrues.”

(b) The analysis of chapter 8 of such title 38, is amended by adding
at the end thereof the following:

“236. Administrative settlement of tort claims arising in foreign countries.”

(¢) Section 235 of title 38, United States Code, is amended to read
as follows: “The Administrator may, under such rules and regulations

(b) Except as provided in section 504(d) of the Federal Salary
Reform Act of 1962 (78 Stat. 412; 5 U.S.C. 1173(d)), the rates of
basic compensation of officers and employees to whom the compensa-
tion schedule set forth in subsection (a) of this section applies shall
be initially adjusted as of the effective date of this section, as follows:

(1) If the officer or employee is receiving basic compensation
immediately prior to the effective date of this section at one of
the rates of a grade in the General Schedule of the ("lassification
Act of 1949, as amended, he shall receive a rate of basie compen-
sation at the corresponding rate in effect on and after such date.

(2) If the officer or employee is receiving basic compensation
immediately prior to the effective date of this section at a rate
between two rates of a grade in the General Schedule of the
Classification Act of 1949, as amended, he shall receive a rate of
basic compensation at the higher of the two corresponding rates
in effect on and after such date.
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
