SEC. 4. Each application made under the provisions of section 8 
of this Act shall be accompanied by a nonrefundable deposit to \w 
applied to the administrative costs as fixed by the Secretary of the 
Interior. If the conveyance is made, the applicant shall i)ay to the 
Secretary of the Interior the full administrative costs, less the deposit. 
If a conveyance is not made pursuant to an application filed rmder this 
Act, the deposit shall constitute, full satisfaction of such administr-ative 
costs notwithstanding that the administr'ativc costs exceed the deposit. 

SEC. 5. The term "administrative costs" cis used in this Act includes, 
in addition to other items, all costs which the Seci-etary of the Intei-ior 
determines are included in a determination of (1) the mineral char­
acter of the land in question, and (2) the fair market \alue of the 
mineral interest.
